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Today, the Cloverdale Court flats are situated at the 
northern side of the junction between Charmouth Road and 
Anning Road, on the site of the former Cloverdale garage 
and petrol station. 
 

 
 
 

 
George Ernest Halliday came to Lyme Regis in 1911 when his 
father was transferred to the coastguard station. He married 
Lily Annie Emmett in 1924 whose parents, William and Annie 
Emmett, became the mayor and mayoress of the Borough 
during the WWII years. Based at the Royal Lion Hotel yard, 
George took over the operation of the Lyme Regis Railway 
Station conveyance and some cabs (1927-1938). 
 
In 1931, for the sum of £500, George Halliday purchased land 
alongside Charmouth Road from the Henley estate, upon 
which he built Cloverdale Garage and lived there for the next 
35 years. At the time of purchase there were no adjoining 
houses and Anning Road was not built until after WWII. He 
continued with the Royal Lion business until 1938. 
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George Halliday died in 1967, his wife continuing to run the business until 1969 when she retired to 
Ferndown Road. Mrs Halliday was well known for the beautiful gardens she created around the garage.
